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MonaLisa Twins Biography

The MonaLisa Twins, with real-life twins Mona and Lisa Wagner fronting the band, are one of the very few groups who write modern songs in the 60s music tradition, inspired by the likes of The Beatles, Bob Dylan or Simon & Garfunkel. Their signature features are their tight twin harmonies, unaltered natural voices, relatable lyrics, twangy guitar sounds and inventive arrangements.
Originally from Austria and currently based in Liverpool/UK, they started out with cover songs on YouTube and released two CDs with covers in 2007 and 2008. At 16 they decided to go for a professional music career. Together with their father, a music producer, they recorded their debut album “When We're Together” and started building up a family business under their own label. 

11 albums, 150+ music videos, 85+ million YouTube views, 200,000+ subscribers and a lot of blood, sweat and tears later, they are living and working in Liverpool/UK. With a host of live shows in Europe, the UK, USA and Australia, a recording session in Abbey Road Studios, a UK tour with Steve Harley & Cockney Rebel, a 2-year long residency at the legendary Cavern Club, a Glastonbury performance and collaborations with Woodstock legend John Sebastian under their belt, they have released their 2nd original album “ORANGE” in 2017, two new cover albums in 2018, ‘CHRISTMAS’ in 2019, ‘The MLT Club Duo Sessions’ and ‘Live at the Cavern Club’ in 2020, and their 3rd original album ‘WHY?’ in 2022.
For anyone who loves and treasures the quality song-writing and positive, witty spirit that exploded in the Sixties, the MonaLisa Twins might be the band they’ve been waiting for for the last 50 years.
